Library updates (since the last meeting on April 7)

Events and Exhibits — some highlights

The annual Undergraduate Library Research Prize competition, co-sponsored by the Library, the Vice
Chancellor of Student Affairs, and the Alumni Association, is underway. The prize is offered to
undergraduate students who have made exceptional use of library resourcesin direct support of
research they have undertaken on campus. To be eligible, astudent must have participatedinthe
Faculty Mentor Program, the Summer Research Program, or the Undergraduate Research
Conference. Theyalsoneedto be nominated by a faculty memberand submitsome supporting
documentation. Prizes are giventofourwinners:firstand second prize inthe Life Sciences/Physical
Sciences, and firstand second prize in the Social Sciences/Arts/Humanities. First prize winners
receive $1000 and second prize winners receive $500.

On May 2 and 3, the La JollaSymphony & Chorus premiered ‘The Moon in La Jolla’, a piece
composed by UC San Diego Ph.D. candidate Yeung-ping Chen. The orchestral piece featured
telematictechnology which allowed musicians to play musictogetherfrom different sites via the
internet. The Geisel Library chimes (rooftop clock/carillon) participated and interacted with the
Symphony through this telematicapproach.

The Library participated in celebrating National Preservation Week and held ademo showing visitors
how to make book repairs and preserve personalitems like family photos, letters and records. We
alsohosted a DIY Makers Day during Earth Week and showed visitors how to make things using
sustainable, non-toxic, reusable, and recyclable materials.
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4. The Holocaust Living History Workshop (HLHW), a partnership between the Library and the Judaic
Studies program, sponsored the lecture "What Happened to Klimt’s Golden Lady’ featuring E. Randol
Schoenberg, the grandson of the composer Arnold Schoenberg. Mr. Schoenbergisanexpertin
handling cases involvinglooted art and the recovery of property stolen by the Nazi authorities
duringthe Holocaust. In thistalk he told the story of his most prominent case which resultedinthe
successful return of six paintings by Gustav Klimt, including the "Golde n Lady," to their rightful
owners. The talk was attended by approximately 300 people

5. Currentlyonviewin Geisel Libraryis an exhibit entitled ‘San Diego Welcomes the World’, an
exhibition of materials from the Library’s Special Collections & Archives, celebrating the 100
anniversary of the 1915 Panama-California Exposition, which commemorated the opening of the
Panama Canal, and launched the City as an internationalvenue.

Collections

1. TheLibrary cataloged 547 online monographs from the Alexander Street Press package Images of
America. This isa digitized collection of books from Arcadia Press which heavily feature images and
texts depicting the history of American life. Thiswill proveto be an essential tool forlocal history
and genealogical research, serving various academicdisciplines. [Tofindalist of these, search the
Library catalog (http://roger.ucsd.edu/) underthe title: Imagesin America: a history of American
life.]

2. We now have accessto a large numberof ebooksinthe JSTOR database. Thisis a collection of high
guality academicbooks that have been digitized and made available through the JSTOR delivery
platform. These books have proventobeincrediblypopularalready. Withinthe first week, there
were 3,000 chapter views/downloads. History was far and away the most populardiscipline,
representing 45% of the views or downloads, with Language & Literature and Sociology adistant
second and third. Most of the booksviewed were from university presses. [Tofind alist of these,
search the Library catalog (http://roger.ucsd.edu/) underthetitle: JSTORonlinemonographs.]

Services and Spaces

1. Thefurniture forthe Digital Media Lab has arrived, so things for that service are beginningto come
together. Library staff are currently working onthe technology pieces forthe lab, and our Library
Spacesteamis interviewing students to staff the lab beginning this summer whichiswhen we plan
to do a soft opening. The Lab will openin full by Fall 2015.

2. TheTech Lending Program has started off well. The Library now lends devices like chargers,
adapters, flash drives, and headsets, plus afew high-end devices like digital cameras, projectors, and
Rokus and some non-electronicitems such as book stands and wristrests. Duringthe first 7 days of
the program, there were 123 checkouts (33 differenttypes of items & 109 individual items).

3. The campus’ Academic Computingand Telecommunications (ACT) has replaced the temporary
wireless-related tripods that were positioned on Geisel’s first and second floors with permanent
ones.

4. Bignews: We are happy to announce that the campus has agreed to renovate the bathroomsinthe
Geisel toweroverthe nextyear. We will try to make the construction as easy on users as possible,
but there will be disruptions. In the meantime, new signs have beeninstalled on the 8th floor
restrooms to more clearlyindicate thatthese are opentoall genders

5. The paperworkforthe Geisel Library café has been signed and the construction will begin this
summer. We hope to have the café open andserving great coffee by January, 2016. We still can’t
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share the vendor, but we thinkit will be one that meets most students’ approval. One thing, it will
not be Starbucks.
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New Staff — The Library has endured several staffing gaps from when there were budget cutsand a

moratorium on recruiting. Butnow is beginningto add back librarians who directly support user needs.

1. Tim Dennis, the new Data Services and Collections Librarian, started on April 6. Tim isresponsible
for working directly with faculty, students and others who need help finding, managing,
manipulating, and preserving data, especially in the social sciences. He also will be helpingto build
our social sciencesand related data collections.

2. JinMoon started as the new subjectlibrarian for Korean and Japanese Studies on April 20th. Jinis
responsible for working directly with facultyand students and building the collectionsin these two
studies. One areashe will focus on will be building out the film and media collection.

3. Overthe summerwe will welcome Sarah Buck Kachaluba as the new subjectlibrarian for Latin
American Studies. Sarah will be working directly with faculty and students and building the
collectionin Latin American studies.

4. Intheearlyfall, the Library will welcome the new Chinese Studies Librarian.
